1. OLA Zone 10 Procedure on Scheduling and Statistics

1. All games must be played, with no exceptions after the schedule is set.  Defaulting organizations will be charged $200 per game not played.

2. Game sheets must be mailed directly to the Zone Statistician and post marked within 5 business days of the game being play.  $10 will be charged for each late submission and $25 will be charged for any gamesheet that is missing or not submitted:

3. For Zone and Exhibition games played between two teams in Zone 10, the home team will submit the original copy of the game sheet to the Zone Statistician.

4. For all Tournament games, and for Exhibition games where a Zone10 team visits a team outside of Zone 10, the Zone 10 team will submit a “Tournament and Exhibitions Game Ranking and Summary Sheet” for the game(s) played to the Zone Statistician, either via mail, or preferably sent via e-mail to  mgoodfel@nortel.com .
5. Zone Statistician will check all Game Sheets and “Tournament Ranking and Exhibition Game Summary Sheets” for (i) game misconducts, (ii) gross misconducts, (iii) match penalties, (iv) written reports – noted on reverse side of Game Sheet, and (v) confirm that ‘referee reports’ have been submitted to Zone Director & Zone R.I.C.

6. In the event that a match penalty or gross misconduct is assessed in Zone play or an Exhibition game, it will result in a hearing with the Zone Disciplinary committee.

7. Zone Statistician will communicate to each club a list of fines, identifying player by name, club, type of penalty, and cost of fine.  Copies will be sent to Zone Director, Zone Treasurer & Zone Secretary.

8. Clubs will ensure all suspensions being served are recorded accurately in the appropriate fields on the Game Sheet.

9. Stop time rules:

a. Tyke and Novice – last 2 minutes if goal spread less than 5 goals.

b. Pee Wee and Above – Last 5 minutes if goal spread less than 5 goals.

10. In the rare event that a Zone game must be rescheduled, the following steps must be taken for scheduling and insurance purposes:

a. A. “Non-Zone Game” form is to be fully completed by the HOME team (available on the OLA website – www.ontariolacrosse.com) 

b. The completed form is then submitted electronically to Daryl Haynes (haynzie@sympatico.ca) and Michael Goodfellow (mgoodfel@nortel.com ) for approval

c. Once confirmation of approval is received by the Club from Daryl Haynes, the change to the game will then be considered official.  Please ensure paperwork is filed early enough to ensure the process can be fully completed

d. Exhibition games must be scheduled in the same manner and game sheets forwarded as per protocol listed above

e. Games scheduled PRIOR to a suspension occurring will count towards the suspension.  Games scheduled AFTER a suspension occurs will not count toward the suspension
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
