2008 Zone 10 Report
The 2008 season was another successful season in Zone 10. I would like to begin by thanking the Zone 10 Executive and Club Representatives for their hard work and support throughout the year. Although we had a number of issues to work through this year it was always done professionally and I believe to the benefit of the Zone as a whole.
There are a few initiatives undertaken in Zone 10 this year I believe deserve mentioning in this report. 

First is the coach registration database. This is a database that was started a couple of years ago but continued to develop this year. Having this database made registering coaches in Zone 10 a much easier process. I would encourage all Zones utilize a coach credential database such as the one currently used in Zone 10 if they are not already using one. Special thanks to our Zone Registrar, Fiona Clevely for creating the data base and to Sharon at the OLA office for working so closely with her in card approvals based on the information from the database.
The second initiative is player movement. Player movement (releases) in Zone 10 have always been a challenge because of the close proximity of our centres. However, I must commend the Clubs on developing their programs as the number of release requests has declined over time. Zone 10 changed the way player releases were processed this year. I believe the process was better received by the clubs this year regardless of the outcome and will only get better next year with the proposed changes to the process next year. I believe the standard release form developed in Zone 10 was of great assistance in making the release procedure much more consistent. Special thanks go to all the clubs for their support, patience and input to this difficult and frustrating part of our game.

The final initiative is the referee supervision program in Zone 10. The Zone 10 clubs have been speaking about starting a referee development or supervision program for at least three years. The program finally got off the ground this year. As with any other program , there is room for improvement but it is much better than having no program in place. Zone 10 believes we owe it to our referees to support them and provide them with the tools and guidance to move them to the highest level they can or wish to attain. I look forward to this program developing and improving next year. Thanks go to our Zone RIC, John Harding, for developing and implementing the referee development program in Zone 10.
Player registrations were down in 2008 by approximately 200. Although the number is relatively small, it is the second consecutive year registrations have declined. I believe the economy if it continues as it has at the time of this report may have a negative impact on numbers in 2009. This will present a challenge for the clubs next year. I have provided a chart to indicate Zone registration totals since 2003
