2. OLA Zone 10 Procedure on Suspensions

1. In the event that a Game Misconduct, Gross Misconduct, or Match penalty is awarded in a game, as soon as administratively possible, the referee having made the call is to notify the Zone RIC and advise the following details:

a. Player(s) name(s), number(s), and team(s).

b. Infraction(s) called.

c. The period(s) and time(s) of the call(s) in the game.

d. Date of game, the two teams playing, and level (ie., Tyke to Intermediate).

2. The Zone RIC will notify the Zone Scheduler of the details per Item (2).

3. The Zone Scheduler will notify the Statistician, Zone RIC and other Zone Executive, where necessary, to determine and record the Suspension to be awarded.

4. The Zone Scheduler will notify the Club Rep, via e-mail, as soon as administratively possible, of suspensions affecting their Club Members.  Club Rep will respond to Zone Scheduler and Statistician if any of the games to be serviced will be Exhibition and/or Tournament games.

5. The games to be served for the suspensions must have been scheduled prior to the individual receiving the penalty resulting in the suspension.

6. Any person who incurs a Game Misconduct in the last ten (10) minutes of a game shall be suspended for the next game.

7. A Zone 10 player receiving a Game Misconduct for Fighting, in Zone or Exhibition play, must serve game suspensions against Zone, Tournament, and/or Exhibition games as follows:
· 1st fight – remainder of existing game + 1 full game

· 2nd fight – remainder of existing game + 2 full games

· 3rd fight – remainder of existing game + suspended until Zone Disciplinary Hearing is held

8. All match penalties will result in a minimum three (3) game suspension.  The number of games to be served will be determined upon review of the incident by the Zone Disciplinary Committee.  The suspension can be appealed.  Fine $25.

9. All gross misconducts will result in a minimum three (3) to five (5) game suspension.  The number of games to be served will be determined upon review of the incident by the Zone Disciplinary Committee.  The suspension can be appealed.  Fine $25.

10. Physical abuse of a Ref by player/coach will result in the individual being suspended until the outcome of an OLA hearing.

11. Players re-starting or re-entering a fight will result in expulsion from the game, plus a four (4) game suspension.

12. Leaving the penalty box illegally to become involved in an altercation in the arena will result in a four (4) game suspension.

13. In the event that players leave the bench illegally to enter an altercation, the 1st man off the bench will receive a Game Misconduct, plus a four (4) game suspension.  Balance of players will be given a Game Misconduct.
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
